Riders any age.  Ponies any height. Ponies not to have won first prize in a working hunter 
pony class at an affiliated show. Max height of fences 70cms. Kindly sponsored by Notley 
Tythe Barn. 

Class 11 Open Working Hunter Pony.  Open to registered and part bred Connemara Ponies.  
Rider any age. Ponies not to exceed 138cm. Max height of fences 70cm but, there will be 2 
bonus fences that may or may not be jumped. Kindly sponsored by Notley Tythe Barn. 

Class 12 Open Working Hunter Pony. Open to registered and part bred Connemara Ponies.  
Riders any age.  Ponies not to exceed 148cm. Max height of fences 85cm but, there will be 
2 bonus fences that may or may not be jumped.

Class 13 Open Working Hunter Pony. Open to registered and part bred Connemara Ponies 
exceeding 148cm. Riders any age. Max height of fences 85cm but, there will be two bonus 
fences that may or may not be jumped.
